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PROGRAM

Liz Fentress introduced our speaker, Allen
Reep, director of the Healing Place. Allenisa
native of North Carolina and a graduate of
UNC (go heels! - that is a commentary from
your reporter). He was a producer and director
over at UNC TV inthe 1980's. In the 1990’s,
he was General Manager for the “ Theatre in the
Park”. Currently, Allenishelping N. C. State
bring al of the Pulitzer prize winning photos to
the University’slibrary. Allen’s primary pro-
fession since September 2001, however, is di-
rector of the Healing Place of Wake County.
The Healing Place is a rescue and recovery fa-
cility for Wake County men with drug and al-
cohol addictions.

In 1998, on the average night, there were about
2200 people on the street (homeless). In Febru-
ary 2003, there was a similar study that found
2,600 people were out on the streets. The Heal-
ing Place houses 180 men from a variety of
backgrounds. Ages range from 18 to 63 with
the median age being 36.5 years. Crack cocaine
Is the most common addiction for the residents
at The Healing Place. There have been 116 mer
graduate from the program since 2001 with
72% of those remaining sober and out in the
work place. The Healing Place is giving hope
to men and is the only homeless shelter in
Wake County to take in people who are cur-
rently intoxicated on alcohol or drugs.

It is aso the only shelter in the county to
win an appearance award. The Healing
Place is atrue private/public partnership. In
2002, only 52% of the operating funds came
from the government, the rest from mostly
private donations. They are required to have
their operating funds raised prior to each
calendar year.

President Jim L ofton adjourned the meet-
ing after the group read the Four Way Test
out loud.
